· INSTRUCTIONS FOR CREATING HEALTH SUMMARY OBJECTS

· Overall, there are 27+ health summary objects that need to be created to complete the entire organ transplant template.  Twenty of the objects can be re-used in each of the 7 templates, but seven are organ-specific and must be built for their specific section of the template.  These are:

1. Bone Marrow

2. Heart

3. Heart/Lung

4. Kidney

5. Kidney/Pancreas

6. Liver

7. Liver/Kidney

8. Lung

· 1. How to create a Health Summary Object:

· In Vista, select one of the following Health Summary menus:

· Health Summary Coordinator’s Menu

· Health Summary Enhanced Menu

· Health Summary Maintenance Menu

· 2. Use the “Build Health Summary Type Menu” option to build a Health Summary Type that captures the data for the section you are working on.

· See the Installation Instructions for the specific components needed to build the individual health summaries.
· 3. Once the health summary type is built, then go to the “Health Summary Objects Menu” and select “Create/Modify Health Summary Object”.

· Create a new Health Summary Object and link it to the previously created Health Summary Type.

· This will be used to create the TIU Object already contained in the exported referral template.

· Local sites can also name the new TIU Object according to local naming conventions and replace the imported TIU Objects with the new locally named TIU Objects.
· 4. After creating the Health Summary Object go to the “Create TIU/Health Summary Objects” menu and use the “Create New TIU Object” option to link the Health Summary Type with the new TIU Object.
Notes:

· 1. I recommend creating all of the health summary objects first, and then place them in the appropriate sections of the template.

· 2. One helpful way to keep the various object types clear is to use HST when making new Health Summary Types and HSO when making new Health Summary Objects.

· 3. Remember to make any desired edits to the health summary type, if needed.
