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Prosthetic Inter-Facility Consults
	Overview
	Patch RMPR*3*83, Prosthetics Inter-Facility Consults, provides the ability for Prosthetics to electronically send and process consult or order requests between VA Medical Center (VAMC) facilities. Users will be able to request a consult at their facility and the consult will be electronically delivered to the consulting facility.

This patch does not modify any existing end user menu options or reports. It enables VAMCs to utilize the existing Consults Package functionality, specifically Inter-Facility Consults, to send consults to and receive consults from other VAMCs. 




	RMPR*3*83 Enhancement Description
	After the patch is installed, and the Consults Request Service(s) is properly setup at both the sending and receiving medical centers, the Consults end users will be able to select the service/specialty as if it were a local consult request. The Consults software will recognize the request as being an inter-facility request and will send it to the receiving site. 
At the SENDING site, the consult’s data will be added to the Consult file for the Prosthetics IFC but an entry will NOT be added to the Prosthetics Suspense file.

At the RECEIVING site, the Consult file will be checked for an entry and if one exists then the PROSTHETIC SUSPENSE file will be populated just as a locally created consult would. At this point, the receiving facility can treat the Suspense entry as if it were generated locally at the receiving medical center.
A description of ‘****Discontinued****’ will display in the Suspense Processing screen at the receiving site if the consult is discontinued by the provider.

The IFC will NOT be transmitted multiple times, if a consult exists in the Consult file at the Sending site and it exist in the Prosthetics Suspense file in the Receiving site we will not create a new one.
